Frequently Asked Questions

Do you accept insurance?
Some insurance companies cover parts of our work. You are responsible for filing and we do what
we can to support you.

Does Medicaid cover the cost of your programs?
No, it does not.

Are scholarships available?
We are working to develop a stronger scholarship program. We do have scholarship applications
that we can send to you.

What are your teachers/staff backgrounds?
Our staff have backgrounds in teaching, child development, psychology, RDI, ABA, Floor time and
social work. Our work is unique so every employee completes intensive training levels.

Do you do ABA?
Portions of our day involve ABA. However, ABA is only a small part of each program.

Doyoudo O.T,P.T.,S.T.?

Our staff are not licensed to practice O.T., P.T., or S.T. Every program is an eclectic mix of brain
based activities that address language, gross motor, fine motor, sensory processing and auditory
and visual processing. We have an OT, PT, ST, M.D., ophthalmologist and naturopath on our
Board of Advisors.

What do you do?

We offer 1:1 individualized programs that address the neurological foundation for learning. All
programs are specific to children’s needs in the area of Tactility, Auditory, Visual, Fine Motor,
Language and Gross Motor Abilities. Academic programs are individualized and always included.
Children may attend as a fulltime school option, or as little as one hour per week as a means of
getting their program started.

We also offer Brain Mapping, Neurofeedback and Hyperbaric Oxygen Therapy.
What are your fees?

Fees vary based on the number of hours of program implementation per week. The cost is
between $25/hr and $55/hr. The more hours that you attend the lower the hourly rate.



What does the cost of an initial evaluation cover?

The cost of an initial evaluation is $1065. It covers a three day process. The first day is an
evaluation with the child. The second day is when Amy O’Dell, our founder and director writes the
child’s program and the third day is a discussion of the evaluation and program training

What do you do after 1pm?

After your evaluation we will discuss the length of your child’s program and the different options for
their daily schedule. We have an extended day program from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and from 1 p.m. to 5
p.m. Approval is required for these programs.

What are the hours of your school day?
Fulltime is 9am to 1pm or 2pm to 5pm Monday through Friday. You may also request extended day
from 9am to 3pm or 1pm to Spm.
